Out and About with Art 
Archie Johnson and Ruth Cohen live and work together 
in Little Meadows, Pennsylvania, three miles south of 
the New York/Pennsylvania border. Turning in their 
driveway you find a great stone slab carved with the 
name Mud and Fire Potters. Next you see a pond 
whose edge curves to an enormous shed covering two 
wood-fired kilns. The parking area is rimmed with 
large pieces of pottery pointing to the studio and gal-
lery. 

Inside the studio are pots of various sizes, colors and 
shapes. Ruth said their pots are functional and sculp-
tural, contemporary and traditional. She considers 
herself to be a craftsperson and says Archie is the art-
ist of the pair. Ruth and Archie met in the early 1970s 
in Brooklyn, NY, where they learned to be potters. 
They were mentored by Kevin Crowe and Jack Troy, 
both well known in the pottery world. While living in 
Brooklyn, Archie earned awards for his work including 
two blue ribbons from the Brooklyn Museum. Some of 
these sculptural pots are on display at their gallery. 

 In 2000, the couple started looking for property out-
side the city. They chose a home in Little Meadows, 
PA. Ruth stated, “We wanted a place where there 
were other potters, but we found a community in-
stead.” 

They also teach a pottery class once a week with a 
limited enrollment of talented students. Once or twice 
a year, they organize workshops for potters. Kevin 
Crowe does the teaching. According to Ruth, “It’s im-
portant to network and important to share, and it re-
freshes me.” 

When they fire up the outside kilns, it takes about two 
days of hard work to bring the kiln temperatures to 
2400. There are also three electric kilns in the studio. 
Most of their pots are crafted on potter’s wheels and 
others are hand made. A few are created with both 
techniques. “Our work maintains simplicity of form 
with Asian, Western and Jamaican/African roots.” 

Just before I left, Archie told me, “I'm going back to my 
roots.” He plans to make Yabba Pots which he remem-
bers from his early life in Jamaica. He showed pictures 
of Yabba Pots which are large, often decorated cook-
ing pots used by Jamaican people. I look forward to 
seeing his results.
