Out and About with Art 

I have known of Kathye Edwina Arrington of Owego for 
a number of years, but never had a chance to talk to 
her until recently.  My opportunity came when I asked 
her if I could interview her for this column. I have seen 
two of her mud cloth paintings in a friend's home. 
They are stunning. The paintings are of African scenes 
and are made using water and naturally colored mud 
painted onto cloth and framed. 

When I walked into Kathye's home, I immediately saw 
a number of her paintings on the walls and, on the 
dining room tableτmud paintings in progress. She sat 
me down and showed how she makes them.  The cloth 
she uses is cotton made in Jamaica and brought to 
Kathye by her grandmother. The painting itself is 
daubed on the cloth with bamboo sticks about the size 
and shape of a pencil, and the mud is applied with the 
flattened edge an one end of the stick. The colored 
solutions are in various jars. I saw pictures of people, 
animals, and African symbols. 

Africa is where mud painting originated, particularly in 
Mali and the Ivory Coast. Kathye became interested in 
the art and learned much about it from African artists 
and other sources. The pictures made there are done 
in black and white. She expanded into colored paint-
ings for her work. 

Kathye is constantly looking for colored dirt as she 
travels; however, her students have sent her dirt as 
well. She uses dirt from all over the United States, and 
from Europe, Asia, Africa, and South America. 

Besides making and selling her paintings, Kathye also 
teaches children and adults what she has learned. She 
has taught in several high schools in the Southern Tier, 
as well as in Maryland, and has given a workshop at 
the Tioga County Council on the Arts in Owego. 

She shows her paintings every year at the New York 
State Fair in Syracuse at the Pan African Village. She 
also sets up at the Festival of Lights in Greenbelt, 
Maryland during the first weekend of December. Lo-
cally, her paintings are on display at the Drum Zone 
store on Washington Avenue, Endicott, and at the 
Black Cat Gallery in Owego. 

I enjoyed talking to Kathye, and seeing how she makes 
her creations come alive. She said would teach how to 
do mud painting locally if there is an interest.  She can
