Out and About with Art 
Recently I drove up into the hills west of Spencer, NY 
to visit with Charles Devlen, an eight-year-old poet and 
one of three children of Steve and Tammy Devlen. The 
road I was on kept going up and curving through the 
hills to the point that I wondered if I was still in Tioga 
County. When I arrived at the Devlen home, I met 
Charles, his mother Tammy, two boisterous dogs, and 
a worried cat. Tammy told me that a little further up 
the hill Tioga, Tompkins and Chemung counties meet. 

I sat down with Charles, who smiled during the entire 
time I was in his home. It was quickly apparent that he 
loves to write poems. His mother said he has been 
making rhymes since he was four years old, and 
learned about poetry in third grade from his teacher, 
Mrs. Jessica Barnes at the Spencer-Van Etten Elemen-
tary School, starting just before Thanksgiving, 2010. 

Charles told me there are many types of poetry, and
